LISTENING TO THE POEM
Meaning of a Poem
· A poem is a piece of writing that expresses ideas, feelings, or experiences.
· It is written using lines and stanzas.
· Poems often use rhythm, rhyme, and imagery.
· Poems teach lessons, entertain, or express emotions.


LISTENING TO THE POEM




Meaning of Rhyme
· Rhyme is the repetition of similar ending sounds in words.
· Rhyme makes a poem sweet, musical, and easy to remember.
· Examples:
· day / play
· mind / kind
· twin / begin

Meaning of Rhythm
· Rhythm is the pattern of sound or beat in a poem.
· It is created by stressed and unstressed syllables.
· Rhythm gives a poem a flow, like music.


LISTENING TO THE POEM
Meaning of a Poet / Poetess
· A poet is a man who writes poems.
· A poetess is a woman who writes poems.
· A poet or poetess uses words creatively to pass a message.
· They express thoughts, feelings, and life experiences through poetry.


LISTENING TO THE POEM
Meaning of a Stanza
· A stanza is a group of lines in a poem.
· It is like a paragraph in a story.
· Each stanza may express one idea or message.
· Poems can have one or many stanzas.


LISTENING TO THE POEM
Meaning of Verses
· Verses are the lines that make up a poem.
· Each line in a poem is called a verse.
· Verses combine to form a stanza.
· Verses help to create rhythm and meaning in a poem.


LISTENING TO THE POEM
Summary
· A poem expresses ideas and feelings.
· A poet or poetess writes poems.
· A stanza is a group of lines.
· A verse is a single line in a poem.

CONTENTS OF THE POEM
· Laziness and Its Effects
· The poem begins by explaining that laziness starts in the mind. When a person thinks negatively or avoids effort, they become lazy. Laziness leads to hopelessness and regret, meaning a lazy person later feels sorry for wasting time and opportunities.


CONTENTS OF THE POEM
· Laziness and Poverty
· The poet says that poverty and laziness are identical twins. This means the two are closely connected. When a person chooses to be lazy, they may end up poor because they do not work hard to improve their life.

· Discussion:

Word 4 – Miserable
· Meaning:
· Very unhappy or uncomfortable.

THE USES OF COORDINATORS


The meaning of coordinators
· Coordinators are joining words.
· They join;
· Words,
· Phrases, or
· Clauses.


Common coordinators

· Coordinators which join ideas in words, phrases, or clauses include:
· so,
· for,
· and,
· but,
· or,
· yet.
· In this lesson we focus on so and for.

Meaning of “So”
· “So” shows a result or consequence.
· It answers the question: What happened as a result?
· Example:
· It rained heavily, so we stayed at home.
· Use so to give a result.


Structure of the use “So”
· Use so to join a cause and its result.
Cause + so + Result
Examples:
· Studied hard + so + passed the exam.
· Road was bad + so + the bus arrived late.
· Rained heavily + so + we stayed at home

Meaning of “For”
· “For” shows a reason or explanation.
· It answers the question: Why?
· Example:
We stayed inside, for it was raining.
· Use for to give a reason.


Structure of the use “For”
· Use for to join a result and its cause.
result + for + cause
Examples:
· He was tired, + for + he had worked all day.
· She was happy, + for + she won the prize
· we stayed at home, + for + it was raining heavily


Difference Between “So” and “For”

· Cause → Result
· Answers What happened?

for
· Show reasons
· Result → Reason
· Answers Why?

Coordinator “AND”
Meaning:
· And is used to add information.
· It joins things that go together.
· Example:
· I like rice and beans.


“AND” is used;
· To join words:
· A boy and a girl
· To join phrases:
· Singing and dancing
· To join sentences:
· She studied hard and she passed the exam.


Coordinator “OR”
Meaning:
· Or is used to show a choice.
· It shows alternatives.
· Example:
· You can use a pen or a pencil.


“OR” is used;
· To show choice:
· Tea or coffee
· To show options in sentences:
· Hurry up or you will be late.


The different between “and” and “or”

	Adds information

Introduction

· Opposite meanings are words that have different or reverse actions.
· They are also called antonyms.
· Today we learn action verbs and their opposites.

What is an Action Verb?

· An action verb shows what someone or something
does.
· Action verbs tell us about movement or action.
· Examples:
· run, jump, eat, open


Meaning of Opposite Action Verbs
· Opposite action verbs show reverse actions.
· One action is the opposite of the other.

· [image: ]Example:
· open	close

Common Action Verbs and Their Opposites (1)

· Open – Close
· Push – Pull
· Come – Go
· Enter – Exit
· Give – Take


Common Action Verbs and Their Opposites (2)
· Catch – Release
· Start – Stop
· Laugh – Cry
· Stand – Sit
· Wake up – Sleep


Common Action Verbs and Their Opposites (3)
· Run – Walk
· Build – Destroy
· Win – Lose
· Accept – Refuse
· Agree – Disagree


Examples in Sentences
· Open the door. → Close the door.
· He will come today. → He will go today.
· She laughed loudly. → She cried loudly.

INTRODUCTION

· In English, we often want to explain why something is done.
We use “so that” and “in order that” to show the
purpose or reason for an action.

MEANING OF “SO THAT”
· “So that” is used to show purpose.
· It answers the question WHY?
· In Kiswahili, “so that” means ili / kusudi.
· It is commonly used in both spoken and written English.
· Examples:
· I study hard so that I can pass my exams.
· The teacher speaks loudly so that pupils can hear.

MEANING OF “IN ORDER THAT”
· “In order that” is also used to show purpose.
· It has the same meaning as “so that”.
· It is more formal and mostly used in writing.
· In Kiswahili, it also means ili / kusudi.
· Examples:
· The school rang the bell early in order that pupils might assemble.
· He saved money in order that he could buy land.

STRUCTURE (SENTENCE FORM)

General Structure:
Subject + Verb + so that / in order that + Subject + Modal
+ Verb
Common Modals Used:
· can / could
· may / might
· will / would

EXAMPLES USING “SO THAT”
· Present Purpose:
· We wear sweaters so that we can keep warm.
· She revises daily so that she may succeed.
· Past Purpose:
· The driver slowed down so that he would avoid an accident.
· They hid quietly so that nobody could see them.

EXAMPLES USING “IN ORDER THAT”
· Present Purpose:
· The teacher repeats the lesson in order that pupils may understand.
· We save water in order that it can last longer.
· Past Purpose:
· He left early in order that he would not be late.
· The farmer fenced the garden in order that animals could not enter.

COMPARISON BETWEEN “SO THAT” AND “IN ORDER THAT”

EXPRESSIONS USED TO SEEK CONFIRMATION
Introduction
· Sometimes we want to check if something is true.
· We use special expressions to seek confirmation.
· These expressions help us make sure information is correct.

Meaning of Seeking Confirmation

· Seeking confirmation means asking to make sure something is true or correct.
· We expect the listener to agree or clarify.

Common Expressions for Seeking Confirmation
· The common expression are Tag Questions
· Tag questions are short questions added at the end of a sentence.
· They are used to seek confirmation.
· Example:
· You are coming tomorrow, aren’t you?
· She finished the work, didn’t she?
· From these sentences the added short questions at the end are refered to as tag questions.

Tag questions are	used to:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Seek confirmation
· Check information
· Encourage agreement

Structure of Tag Questions
Rule 1:
· If the sentence is positive, the tag is negative.
· She is happy, isn’t she?
· They are ready, aren’t they?
Rule 2:
· If the sentence is negative, the tag is positive.
· She isn’t happy, is she?
· They aren’t ready, are they?

Tag Questions with “Be” (am, is, are, was, were)
· He	isn’t he ?

· She	is

isn’t she?

· It	isn’t it?
· I  am	aren’t I?
· We	aren’t we?

· They

are

aren’t they?

· You	aren’t you?

Tag Questions with Auxiliary Verbs
· Present Simple
· She plays football, doesn’t she?
· They like tea, don’t they?
· Past Simple
· He went home, didn’t he?
· She finished, didn’t she?
